SECTION 2: That it is hereby found and determined that Ken Brawley in Place 3 and Matt Hanley
in Place 5 are the only candidates to have qualified for a place on the ballot of such election and no
one has qualified for a list ofwrite-in candidates pursuant to the requirements of the Election Code.

Additionally, the City Council finds that there are no propositions to be resolved. Therefore, is
unopposed for the seats on the Denison City Council for which they filed.

SECTION 3: That the May 10, 2014 General Election is hereby cancelled pursuant to the authority
of Sec. 2. 053, Texas Election Code, and the City Council does hereby declare the following
individuals as duly elected to the following places on the Denison City Council:

Ken Brawley Place 3

Matt Hanley Place 5

SECTION 4: The City Secretary is directed to post a copy of this ordinance at each designated



polling place on May 10, 2014.
