WHEF EAS, the quality of the property tax system dependson the appraisal district' s

board of directors. Individuals serving on the board of directors bringto the board knowledge, 

judgment and expertise in establishing policies and procedures forthe district's organization and

operation. 

WHEREAS, the members of the board of directors are nominatedand selected by the
governing bodies of voting taxing units in the appraisal district. 

WHEREAS, a board of five directors governs each central appraisaldistrict, plus the tax - 
assessor collector as a nonvoting director (if not regularly appointed). 

WHEREAS, the county, county college, cities and towns andschool districts participating
in the district nominate and select directors. 

WHE EAS, the chief appraiser has notified the voting taxingunits of the number ofvotes

it may cast. 

WHEREAS, the voting taxing units have nominated candidates. 

WHEREAS, the chief appraiser has prepared a ballot listingthe nominees alphabetically

by each candidate's last name. 

WHEREAS, the chief appraiser has delivered a copy of thisballot to the presiding officer
of the governing body of each voting unit. 

WHE EAS, each voting unit must cast its vote by written resolutionand submit it to the

chief appraiser before December 15. 

WHEREAS, this unit may cast all its votes for one candidateor may distribute the votes

among any number of candidates. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that on this date, in a properly noticed public
meeting, BY TI-IE CITY OF DENISON, TEXAS in accordance withthe statutory requirements
set out in Texas Property Tax Code Section 6. 03, that the votesof this body are cast for the

candidate( s) for the position of director of the Grayson Central AppraisalDistrict as follows:
